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Commercial properties such as offices, factories and warehouses 
need to be prepared against grass and bush/scrub fires.

It is recommended that businesses:

•	 Ensure all rubbish stored outside is disposed of properly and 
	 not left to accumulate
•	 Don’t store raw materials and stock close to dry scrub or 	
	 grassland
•	 Don’t store raw materials outside in large piles
•	 Store combustible (such as pallets) away from the property
•	 Keep lawns cut and remove leaves from gutters
•	 Remove any overhanging branches and overgrown vegetation
•	 Keep timber and rubbish away from fences
•	 Maintain a clear space between the building and external 	
	 items and stock
•	 Ensure your business and staff have an evacuation plan
